mr da silva is affectionately known as lula by his supporters. he was born in
poverty and rose through the ranks of workers' unions to become leader of
south america's largest country. he ran for the presidency several times
before being elected to office in 2002. he governed from 2003 to 2010.
during his two administrations, he initiated several social welfare programs
and resurrected the economy. this helped tens of millions out of extreme
poverty, which made him very popular. former u.s. president barack obama
once called da silva, "the most popular politician on earth". when he left
office, his approval rating was an impressive 83 per cent. he hopes to

overturn his conviction and run for president again.
